BOYS' STATE HISTORY

"Ta inculests a sense of individual obligation to the comsunity, state and nation” is
the purposs of the Aserican Legion Boys' State progras which was orgasized by che Depars-
ment of [1limois in 1935

The Department of Kansas, halding charter numbsr 5, was amcag the First to institute
thia Fine week-long goversment-in-action prograe.  Now, virtually every state American
Legica, realizing the prograss potential fer educating youwth in practical policies and
government operation, has aet wp its own Boys' State. Boya' State cperates  under the
Anpricas Lagion Department of Kansas and the Boya' State Commiktes,

Eamsas Boya' OStete was headgquartsced in Wichita for 26 years belore soviag to its
carrent Bosc. In 1963, reaslizieg the meed to provide larger and more soitabls scconoda-
tions, the Aserican Legiom wmoved the program te the miversity of fansas caspus in
Lawrence. The first sesslca was Bald is Tesplin snd Lewis Halls bat expesded ta  include
Hashingsr Hall in che second yesr of operations. A& portlon af Ellsworth Hall was used for
the 1968 sessiom when snrollpent peaked at abour 1,000 Jelegates,

Ho longer is the progrem limited by its physical Facilitiea, Tt is svsilable to any
high achosl seajor-to-be who meets the scadeaic standards and demonstrates leadership
qualities. Civic and Chureh groups as well as Aserican Leglon posts apossor delegates to
this fine “lesrning-by—doing™ youth govermment program.

Ower 42,000 young men from Kassas, 758 delegates this year alone, have participatad
in Boys" Svave performiag every function of city, county, and atets govermment. Selected
former delegates, shout 99  of them, return ecach year to werve as counselors. In additfon,
35 leglonmaires return to assist the counselors in running the prograea.

Durisg weach ases=ion two fortunate staters are choses to represent Tansas  as
“Sesators” of Boys Mation. The Aserican Legion Boys Mation program coavenes in
Washingtom, D.C. in @oid=July where they perticipate in o national goversmant progfam ae
well as sedting with the Eansas congressional delegarios.
